A circular
staircase and elevator provide access to all three levels of the lounge, which has a retractable
orchestra pit, turntable stage and loft for scenery, lights and stage props.

The ornate Versailles Lounge is located one deck below the Egyptian Lounge, and, as its
name implies, is richly done in the elegant, highly decorative manner that emerged in 18th-century



France. The sloping floor provides excellent sight lines to the stage, which extends into the
seating area for greater interaction between the entertainers and the audience. Since the room
is on a lower deck, there are no windows. However, faux windows have been created using
ornate frames around French skyline scenes of chateaux with starry skies lit by fiber optics. With a
large dance floor, the room has been designed as a cross between a lounge and an intimate theater.
