The Nation's Economy

The economy of the country is like a machine which provides us with things we need, i.e. goods
and services. The economy creates the wealth of the country. The better it works the better off are the
people.

The government through its economic policy plays an important role in the control of the
economy machine. The major branches of economic policy are fiscal and monetary policies. Fiscal
policy is concerned with taxes and government spending activities. Monetary policy is concerned with
controlling the supply of money and credit.

A nation's economy can be divided into three sectors of activity. The primary sector deals with
extraction of minerals, agriculture, fishing, and forestry. Processing of the primary sector materials and
production of manufactured goods is the field of the manufacturing sector. The service sector provides
services of various kinds such as transportation, distribution, catering as well as financial services and
tourism. The role of the manufacturing sector in the advanced industrialized countries is decreasing
while the service sector is becoming more important.

The work which people undertake provides them with money. People buy essential commodities
with money. All values in the economic system are measured in terms of money. Our goods and services
are sold for money, and that money is in its turn exchanged for other goods and services. Coins are
adequate for small transactions, while paper notes are used for general business. Originally, a valuable
Metal (gold, silver or copper) served as a constant store of value, and even today the American dollar is
technically backed by the store of gold which the US government maintains. Because gold has been
universally regarded as a very valuable metal, national currencies were for many years judged in terms
of the so called "gold standard”. Nowadays national currencies are considered to be as strong as the
national economies which support them. The value of money is basically its value as a medium of
exchange or as economists put it, its “purchasing power”. This purchasing power is dependent on supply
and demand. The demand of money is reckonable as the quantity needed to effect business transactions.
The demand for money is related to the rapidity with which the business is done. The supply of money
is the actual amount in notes and coins available for business purposes. If too much money is available,
its value decreases. This condition is known as “inflation”
