In Barcelona, Spain, although there is a variety of work in the Art Nouveau style, the
dominant figure of Antoni Gaudi (1852-1926) stands out as the inventor of a highly personal
vocabulary of flowing curves and unusual decorative details.

His 1904-1906 reconstruction of an older building, Casa Batlly, included a new facade of
complex, bone-like forms with a fantastic roof line and, for some apartments, remarkable
interiors. Paneled doors are studded with small mirrors of irregular shape; ceilings are of plaster
in swirling curved forms.

Gaudi developed fantastic curving, sometimes bone-like, sometimes wiry forms for
furniture designed to be custom made by skilled craftsmen for specific projects. The Guell
Park (1905-1914) and unfinished SagradaFamilia church (1903-1926) exhibit Gaudi's fantastic
and highly personal stylistic vocabulary on a major scale
