Had these injuries been discovered at Amy’s first visit, they could
likelyhave been treated and Amy would have made a full recovery. Amy now needs to walk with
theaidof astick, and will doso forthe rest of herlife.

JuvenileDelinquency

Any boy or girl under a certain legal age — usually 17 or 18 — who continually breaks laws is
called ajuvenile delinquent. A juvenile delinquent often does things such as using harmful
drugs,
destroyingproperty,orhurtingotherpeopleorthemselves. Ayoungperson’sdelinquentbehaviourins
omecases is just a stage on the way to becoming a normal adult. The way his delinquency is
treated by hiscommunitymayhim toward, orawayfrom, an adult lifeofcrime.
What makes a young person break laws? Often he feels anger toward the adult world. His
parents maybe divorced or separated. Or they may fight often, may not love him, or may not
discipline him (makehimbehave).If the parents donot show respectfor communitylaws,
thechildmaynot either.
Poverty may also cause a youth to break laws. He may begin to steal things that others have but
that hecannot afford. If he lives in a slum, he may hate the run-down houses and poor schools
there, and maybeginto destroypropertyout of anger.
When there are no activities for young people in a community, they are more likely to get into
trouble.Bored teenagers may roam the neighbourhoods in gangs, breaking windows or stealing
cars. Youngpeoplemayalso commit crimesjust to beaccepted byotheryoungpeoplewho do
thesethings.
What happens to a young person who breaks laws? Sometimes the police talk to the youth’s
parents,or send him to an agency for help. Often, however, the young person must go to
juvenile court. Thecourt may send him to a probation officer, a person who will try to help the
youth solve his problems,andwill checkon him tomakesurehestays outoftrouble.
Thecourtcanalso send thedelinquent to
a psychiatrist, a doctor who helps people who have mental or emotional problems. If the youth
lives inan unhappy family, the court may place him in a foster home. Foster parents are
volunteers who try togive thesepeople happyhomes.
Young people who become juvenile delinquents often hurt themselves more than their
communities. Their offences keep them from going to school and getting good jobs.
Theyloseself-respect, andrespectofothers.

FamilyLaw
In the English law marriage is an agreement which creates and imposes mutual rights
andduties. So marriage is clearly a contract. Capacity to marry is determined by the law of



theparties'respectivedomiciles. ThusifamandomiciledinEnglandmarriesawomandomiciledin
France, he must have capacity by English law, she must have capacity by French law.Marriage
creates a status which may affect the legal rights of the parties and their duties withrespect to
other persons. Therefore we must consider the legal effects of relationships first othusband and
wife and then of parent and child/ Prima facte the best place for a child is with
itsparents.Consequently indisputesover custody a heavy burdenof proof liesonthepartyseeking
to show that to enforce the parents right would not be in the child's interest. A contractof
marriage cannot be discharged by agreement. But it can be terminated by a decree ofdissolution
pronounced by a court of competent jurisdiction. Existing laws and common senserequire that
every parent shall take care of his infant child till he comes of age. Instead someparents neglect
their natural duties and do not provide for their children's moral and mentalwelfare. We may
regard the family as a basic social unit consisting normally of a husband andwife and their
children. However it is not necessary that all of these should be members of thefamily at the
same time. Though there is a strong presumption in favor of the parents havingcustody, the
court may deprive the father of his parental rights. In spite of the fact that
bothparentswerelivingtogetherandhadthesamerights tothecustodyoftheirinfantchildren,their

children were neglected and needed care and protection. Now disputes concerning the
custodyand maintenance of children are considered, by county courts and magistrates courts
whilst acentury ago they could be resolved only in the Court of Chancery in one of the superior
countsofcommon law.
