Possible Reasons for Punishment

What is the purpose of punishment? There are many possible reasons that might be given
to justify or explain why someone ought to be punished; here follows a broad outline of typical,
possibly contradictory justifications.

Deterrence means dissuading someone from future wrongdoing, by making the
punishment severe enough that the benefit gained from the offence is outweighed by the cost
(and probability) of the punishment. Deterrence is a very common reason given for why an
offender should be punished. It is often believed that punishment can also deter punishee's peers
from committing similarly punishable offences.

Rehabilitation. Some punishment includes work to reform and rehabilitate the wrongdoer
so that they will not commit the offence again. This is distinguished from deterrence, in that the
goal here is to change the offender's attitude to what they have done, and make them come to
accept that their behaviour was wrong.

Isolation. Imprisonment has the effect of confining prisoners, physically preventing them
from committing crimes against those outside, i.e. protecting the community. The most
dangerous criminals may be sentenced to life imprisonment or the death penalty with a goal of
protecting society.

Restoration. For minor offences, punishment may take the form of the offender "righting
the wrong"; for example, a vandal might be made to clean up the mess he has made. In more
serious cases, punishment in the form of fines and compensation payments may also be
considered a sort of "restoration"

Higher Education for Police Officers in the USA
Higher education for police practitioners in the United States was initiated by August Vollmer,
who was Chief of police of Berkley, California in 1909—-1932. Vollmer is often called the
“father of modern law enforcement”. He had little formal education, or practically an elementary



education. And most probably he did not think that it was the right thing for a policeman. August
Vollmer proposed the recruitment of college educated police officers.So soon police
modernization began in the USA and the policemen were nicknamed ‘college cops’. After
August Vollmer retired from the Berkeley Police Department, he was appointed Professor of
Police Administration at two universities, the University of California at Berkley and the
University of Chicago. Vollmer lectured and travelled much to other colleges of higher
education speaking about professionalism of policemen. His most notable contribution to the
police profession was his promotion of the idea of higher education for police officers. Now all
American police recruits are to have baccalaureate degrees at least.

The official name of Great Britain is the United Kingdom of GreatBritain and Northern Ireland.
Britain as a part of the United Kingdomconsists of the following parts: England, Scotland and
Wales.The United Kingdom covers over 244, 000 square kilometers. Itspopulation amounts
more than 58 million people.

The United Kingdom is a constitutional monarchy. This means thatit has a monarch, a king or a
queen, as its Head of State. The monarchcan reign only with the support of Parliament which



consists of the House of Commons and the House of Lords. Parliament as a central government
is responsible for deciding national policy, but many public services are provided by local
government.

The UK is divided into administrative areas known as ‘counties’ and each county has a
countytown where the offices of the local government are located. Local government is
responsible for organizing such services as education, libraries, police and fine services road
building and many others. The British government, in the general sense of the word,comprises
all the three powers: legislative, executive and judicial. The United Kingdom has an unusual
constitution which partly unwritten and it consists of:

e the laws passed in Parliament, which are called Acts of Parliament.

e common Law decisions made by judges in the past.

e various unwritten conventions.

All these things can be changed at any time by new Acts ofParliament, by the judges, and by
acceptance of new conventions. Thus the British lawyers rely mostly on customs, traditions and
precedents.

A lawyer is a person learned in law. A lawyer, also known as an attorney, a counselor, a
solicitor, abarrister or an advocate, is an individual licensed by the state to engage in the practice
of law andadvise clients on legal matters. Lawyers act as both advocates and advisors on behalf
of their clients.The role of the lawyer varies significantly across legal jurisdictions, and therefore
can betreated in only the most general terms. Lawyers’ roles vary greatly, depending upon their
practiceenvironment and field of specialization.

In most countries there is only one legal profession. This means that all the lawyershaveroughly
the same professional education leading to the same legal qualifications, and they arepermitted
to do all the legal work.

In England the system is different. Here the profession is divided into two types of
lawyers,called solicitors and barristers. Solicitors and barristers are both qualified lawyers, but
they havedifferent legal training; they take different examinations to qualify; and once they have
qualified, theyusually do different types of legal work.

Many solicitors deal with a range of legal work: preparing cases to be tried in the civil
orcriminal courts; giving legal advice in the field of business and drawing up contracts; making
all thelegal arrangements for the buying and selling of land or houses; assisting employees and
employers;making wills.

Barristers are mainly “courtroom lawyers” who actually conduct cases in court. Unlikesolicitors,
they have rights of audience (rights to appear) in any court of the land, and so barristersarethose
lawyers who appear in the more difficult cases in the higher courts.

The educational requirements to becoming a lawyer vary greatly from country to country.
Insome countries, law is taught by a faculty of law, which is a department of a university's
generalundergraduate college. Law students in those countries pursue a Bachelor (LLB) or a
Master (LLM) ofLaws degree. In some countries it is common or even required for students to
earn another bachelor'sdegree at the same time. Besides it is often followed by a series of
advanced examinations,apprenticeships, and additional coursework at special government
institutes. In other countries,particularly the United States, law is primarily taught at law
schools. Most law schools are part ofuniversities but a few are independent institutions. Law
schools in the United States (and some inCanada and elsewhere) award graduating students a

J.D. (Juris Doctor/Doctor of Jurisprudence) as thepractitioner's law degree (a professional



degree). However, like other professional doctorates, the J.D.is not the exact equivalent of the
Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.), a university degree of the highest level,since it does not require

the submission of a full dissertation based on original research.

The methods and quality of legal education vary widely. Some countries require
extensiveclinical training in the form of apprenticeships or special clinical courses. Many others
have onlylectures on highly abstract legal doctrines, which force young lawyers to figure out
how to actuallythink and write like a lawyer at their first apprenticeship (or job).

In most common law countries lawyers have many options over the course of their
careers.Besides private practice, they can always aspire to becoming a prosecutor, government
counsel,corporate in-house counsel, judge, arbitrator, law professor, or politician.In most civil
law countries, lawyers generally structure their legal education around theirchosen specialty; the
boundaries between different types of lawyers are carefully defined and hard tocross. After one
earns a law degree, career mobility may be severely constrained.

When the world was at a very primitive stage of development there were no laws to regulate life
ofpeople. If a man chose to kill his wife or if a woman succeeded in killing her husband that was
theirown business and no one interfered officially.But things never stay the same. The life has
changed. We live in a complicated world. Scientific and social developments increase the tempo
of our daily living activities, make them more involved. Now we need rules and regulations
which govern our every social move and action. We have made laws of community living.
Though laws are based on the reasonable needs at the community we often don’t notice them. If
our neighbour plays loud music late at night, we probably try to discuss the matter with him
ratherthan consulting the police, the lawyer or the courts. When we buy a TV set, or a train
ticket or loan money to somebody a lawyer may tell us it represents a contract with legal



obligations. But to most of us it is just a ticket that gets us on a train or a TV set to watch. Only
when a neighbour refuses to behave reasonably or when we are injured in a train accident,the
money wasn’t repaid, the TV set fails to work and the owner of the shop didn’t return money or

replace it, we do start thinking about the legal implications of everyday activities.

You may wish to take legal action to recover your loss. You may sue against Bert who didn’tpay
his debt. Thus you become a plaintiff and Bert is a defendant. At the trial you testified under
oath about the loan. Bert, in his turn, claimed that it was a gift to him, which was not to be
returned. The court after listening to the testimony of both sides and considering the law decided
that it was a loanand directed that judgment should be entered in favour of you against Bert.
Some transactions in modern society are so complex that few of us would risk making
themwithout first seeking legal advice. For example, buying or selling a house, setting up a
business, ordeciding whom to give our property to when we die.

On the whole it seems that people all over the world are becoming more and more accustomed
to using legal means to regulate their relations with each other. Multinational companies employ
lawyers to ensure that their contracts are valid whenever they do business.

FACTS.
HANDCUFFED IN PUBLIC

The applicant, who had been employed as a doctor by the Istanbul security police for 15
years, was arrested by police officers in the car-park outside his workplace. He was handcuffed
in public and subsequently exposed in handcuffs in front of his family and neighbours when
searches were carried out at his home and place of work. He was then held at police custody at
his workplace, where staff could see him handcuffed, but was not informed of the charges
against him. Two days after his release a psychiatrist diagnosed him as suffering from traumatic
shock and certified him unfit for work for 20 days. His sick leave was extended several times on
account of acute depression. The applicant had filed a complaint and was informed that he had
been interrogated in connection with a criminal investigation because of his relations with
suspects. He was suspended from his duties until the close of the criminal investigation. The
prosecuting authorities discontinued the case against the applicant. He was reinstated in his post
but was unable to work on account of aggravated psychosomatic symptoms. He was retired early
on health grounds and has been treated several times in a hospital neuropsychiatry department.
