Travelling by Plane

No wonder that one of the latest means of travelling is travelling by plane.
Nowadays people mostly travel by air. It combines both comfort and speed and
you will reach the place of destination very quickly. No doubt, travelling by air is
the most convenient and comfortable means of travelling. But if you are airsick
the flight may seem not so nice to you. Unfortunately sometimes the flights are
delayed because of unfavourable weather conditions, and one more
inconvenience is jet-lag.

Before boarding the plane you must check in at the airport. Passengers are
requested to arrive at the airport one hour before departure time on international
flights and half an hour on domestic flights. You must register your tickets, weigh
in and register the luggage.

The economy class limitation is 20 kg. First-class passengers are allowed
30 kg. Excess luggage must be paid for. Passengers are permitted, to take only
some personal belongings with them into the cabin. These items include
handbags, brief-cases or attache cases, umbrellas, coats and souvenirs bought at
the tax-free shops at the airport. Each passenger is given a boarding pass to be
shown at the departure gate and again to the stewardess when boarding the plane.

Before the plane takes off the stewardess gives you all the information
about the flight, the speed and altitude. She asks you to fasten the belts and not to
smoke. She will take care of you during the flight and will help you to get
comfortable in your seat. Inside the cabins the air is always fresh and warm. The
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captain will welcome you on board, tell you all about the flight and the interesting
places you are flying over. During the flight you can take a nap or have a chat,
you can read and relax. In some planes you can watch video or listen to the
music.

When the plane is landing or taking off you have an opportunity to enjoy
the wonderful scenery and landscapes. While travelling by plane you fly past
various villages and cities at the sight of which realize how majestic and
tremendous our planet is. Do not forget your personal belongings when leaving
the plane.

Landing formalities and customs regulation are about the same in-all
countries. While still onboard the plane the passenger is given an arrival card to
fill in, he fills in (in block letters) his name in full, country of residence,
permanent address, purpose and length of visit; and address in the country he is
visiting. After the passenger has disembarked, officials will examine (check) his
passport and visa (to see if they are in order).

In some countries they will check the passenger's certificate of vaccination.
When these formalities have been completed the passenger goes to the Customs
for an examination of his luggage. The passenger is required to fill in a customs
declaration form. He must list all dutiable articles. Personal belongings may be
brought in duty-free.

Here is a partial list of prohibited articles: firearms, drugs, in some
countries — meat products, fresh fruit and vegetables. The Customs inspector
may ask you to open your bags for inspection. After you are through with all
customs formalities he will put a stamp on each piece of luggage.

At the Airport

Travelling by plain is very popular nowdays because it is the fastest and the
most comfortable. You can get to a very distant place in a few hours. Of course it
Is rather expensive, but never the less, many people choose this means of
travelling. And of course there are some rules for those who travel by plain.

When preparing to fly, passengers are requested to arrive at the airport 2
hours before departure time. They must register their tickets, get a seat assignment,
and weigh and check their luggage.

Most airlines have at least 2 classes of travel, first class and economy class.
Economy class tickets are much less expensive. Each passenger more than 2 years
old gets a free luggage allowance. Generally this weight limit is 20 kg of checked
baggage for economy class passengers and 30 kg for first class passengers. If you
check excess luggage you’ll have to pay a fee calculated by the number of extra
pieces and the extra weight. Every passenger is also allowed one small carry-on
bag, for instance a laptop computer or small suitcase.

The rules for passengers who are traveling abroad are similar in most
countries but there are, sometimes, slight differences. Here are some things to
remember: if, for instance, you need to go through Customs, try to fill in the
customs declaration before you talk to the customs officer. He will ask every
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passenger the same, routine questions about whether he is carrying anything he
wants to declare: like tobacco, alcohol, presents, and sums of money.

At the check-in counter, your ticket is looked at, your things are weighed
and labeled with their destination. The next formality is filling in the immigration
form and going through passport control. Remember to have a black or blue pen
with you because the immigration form has to be filled in block letters. You write
your name, nationality, permanent address and the purpose of your trip. In most
countries there is also a security check when your carry-on-luggage is inspected.

After fulfilling all these formalities you go to the departure lounge where
you can have a shack, read a paper or buy something in the duty-free shop and wait
for the announcement to board the plane.

When you arrive at your destination, some of these same formalities will
undoubtedly be repeated. Often while on board the plane you will be given a
customs declaration and immigration form to fill in. At the airport you may be met
by a specially trained dog whose job it is to make sure that no passengers are
carrying any illegal drugs. In addition, the immigration officer might want to
Inspect your visa, your invitation and even your return ticket.

You will be able to estimate how your experience correlates with the information
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published by the company on the website and in social networks and what exactly

While you are interviewing, you will will to ensure you project confidence,
stay positive, and share specific examples of your woekplace skills. Additionally,
you will want to try to develop a connection with the interviewer. Know the
Interviewer’s name, and use it during the job interview. Remember that people
tend to hire candidates they like.

At the interview you will be asked what you know about the company, why
you want the job, and what would you do if you were hired. You will be asked if
you are a team player, if you work well with others, if you prefer to work a solitary
environment or as a part of a team. Your work style, and how you get along with
others, including co-workers, managers, and customers or clients is important to all
emploers. Be prepared to answer questions about how you performed in your
previous roles, what you did well-and what you didn’t. It can indicate how you will
perform in the job for which you are applying. Be careful about you answer to
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negative questions. You can frame your responcses in a positive manner even
discussing a challenging situation.

The most important thing for intervievers to determine is whether you are
qualified for the job. Some of the hardest questions to answer during a job
interview are about compensation. Questions about salary can be tricky to answer.
And certainly interviewers will ask questions about you to gain insight into your
personality and determine whether you are a fit for both the job and the company.

To conclude, you must understand that you should take the time to consider
how you will respond the interviewer’s questions. The more you prepare, the more
confident you will fill during a job interview.

In Britain there is a special service for school leavers, Careers Advisory
Service, which helps yang people who are looking for their first job. Careers
Officers give practicfl advice on interview techniques, application forms, letters,
pay, national Insurance and Trade Unions.

One business organization that you may use when you are job-hunting is an
employment agency. There are the state employment services and nonprofit
agencies that do not receive fees for finding jobs for people. There exist also some
private employment agencies which receive a fee. Some employment agencies see
applicants without an appointment. These include the state employment services
and nonprofit agencies. Councelors there may spend a few minutes with each
applicant.

But the agency that deals with technical and higher-salaried jobs, spends
much more time with each applicant. Appointments are necessary in this type of
agency, where a councelor may be able to see only a few applicants a day.

An interview for any kind of job, whether the interview is obtained through
a friend, classified advertisement, or an agency, generally requires an appointment.
It is important to be on time for your appointment. If you have made an
appointment and cannot keep it, or if you be more than ten minutes late, you
should always call the interviewer.

How to Write a Resume

No matter what method of job hunting you use, inevitably somebody will
ask you for a resume. Most companies require a resume before seriously
considering a job candidate from the outside. Resumes are sometimes also required
in order to receive a job transfer within a company.

The purpose of a resume is to help you obtain a job interview, not a job.
Very few people are hired without a personal interview.

Effective resumes are straightforward, factual presentations of a person's
experience and accomplishments. They are neither over detailed nor too sketchy. A
general rule is that two or three pages in length is best.

One page seems too superficial; a four-page (or longer) resume may irritate
an impatient employment official. Some writers suggest that a chronological (the
standard-type) resume be used; others argue for an accomplishment resume. A
useful resume should include both your experiences and key accomplishments.
When sent to a prospective employer, a resume should be professionally
reproduced, with particular attention to misspellings, typographical errors, and
careful spacing.

To attract attention, some job seekers print resumes on tinted paper, in a
menu-like folder, or on unusual-sized paper. If done in a way to attract positive
attention to yourself, these approaches have merit.
